Definitions

Affiliates

Companies related by common ownership or control. They

can be financial and nonfinancial companies.

m  Our affiliates include entities with the Boston Partners
name and are under common ownership or control by
our parent company, ORIX Corporation.

Nonaffiliates

Companies not related by common ownership or control.

They can be financial and nonfinancial companies.

m  Boston Partners and Boston Partners Securities shares
information with nonaffiliates so they can market to you.
